
 

 

 

 

Project “Mind the Gap – Migration Needs Integration”, 
Lifelong Learning Program 

Report of the project meeting in the Fourth Language School “Frederic Joliot-Curie”  

Varna, Bulgaria 

24th to 28th March 2010 

The fifth transnational management meeting of the project was held at the Fourth Language School 
“Frederic Joliot-Curie” in Varna, Bulgaria from the 24th to the 28th March 2010 in collaboration with 
the associated partners Varna Municipality – Educational Directorate and English Academy, Varna 

Representatives from all the nine partner schools from Bulgaria, Finland, Germany, Italy, Latvia, 
Lithuania, Portugal, The Netherlands and Turkey as well as associated partners attended the meeting.  

The project meeting commenced on 24th March with ice breaking activities between participants and a 
“Welcome dinner” at the hotel Romance Enoteka. The coordinator of the project Mr. Alberto Cardoso 
welcomed participants along with a welcome message by the Headmistress of the host school Mrs. 
Veselina Toteva. The director of English Academy, Varna Mr. Mark ���������  and teachers attended 
the dinner.  

Project activities:  

25th March - morning session: 

A Welcome message was delivered by the coordinator of the project MINT - Mr. Alberto Cardoso and 
by a representative of the Bulgarian students – Slav Simeonov.  
 

The session began with a Warm up for all participants conducted by Mr. Andreas Brett. Two 
Bulgarian students: Simona Andonova (11th class) and Boryana Mileva (10th class) demonstrated the 
Power Point presentations “Bulgaria” and “Varna”.  

We had two main tasks for the fifth project meeting: 

 To complete the content of the Module 5 - “New ideas for integration”  

and to build the structure of Module 6 -“Integration guideline”  

Workshop named “Meet me halfway”, planned in advance and prepared in collaboration with all the 
partners was implemented. In “part one” of the workshop participants: partners, students and a parent, 
divided into four small, international groups discussed and defined their ideas for integration migrant 
students in school. 



              

 

During the coffee break students and teachers from the Bulgarian school offered guests typical Turkish 
and Bulgarian sweets cooked by them.

In a “part two” of the workshop some Power Point presentations and video clips were demonstrated by 
our partners. They all tried to find answers to the questions:  “What can migrant students do to 
integrate themselves better?”, “What can migrant parents do to support a better inclusion of their 
children?”, “What can schools (teachers, staff etc.) do to support a better inclusion of children of 
migrants?” 

Mr. Alberto Cardoso – the project coordinator showed us a video clip “New Ideas” and Mustafa Aydin 
from Turkey demonstrated a presentation.  The two products were discussed by partners.

Afternoon session: 
 
Elita Vigante from Latvia, Aldona Moceviciene from Lithuania and Claudia Iannello from Italy 
demonstrated their interesting presentations and clips on Module 5 “New Ideas” 

All participants visited the Varna Municipality, where Mr. Kosta Bazitov the Deputy Mayor 
(responsible for the education) gave guests a talk about the history of Varna, the ethno cultural 
panorama and the traditional unity between different ethnic groups. Partners learned about the 
economic, educational institutions and traditional cultural events in Varna.

The delegates had an opportunity to visit the museum and winery “Old Varna”. They listened to 
wine’s legends and tasted good quality Bulgarian wines. Guests tried some dishes by Old Bulgarian 
recipes in restaurant “Paraklisa”. Two Bulgarian folk singers there impressed upon our international 
partners with authentic folk singing (acapella).   

 

26th March - morning session: 

Partners continued their work with presentations on Module 5  
Mr. Henk Brinks from the Netherland presented the KW1C’s integration ideas and practices.  
The German partners had prepared very effective and useful concept diagram “New ideas” and they 
presented their school’s experience, initiatives and ideas for successful integration of migrants in 
school.
